8:00-10:00am- 2-4 people with their own trucks to deliver needed materials to sites

10am-12:00pm- 2 people to man (woman) supply area and distribute needed materials

10am-12:00pm- 2 people with their own trucks to be runners for materials as needed

11am-12:30pm- 5 people to delivery lunches to sites

3:00pm-6:00pm- 2- people to woman (man) the supply truck as teams drop off ladders and materials, help organize truck loading for end of day

4:00pm-6:00pm- 3 people with trucks to pick up ladders and materials from work sites and bring back to central material area
*NOTE:  It will be helpful if volunteers that are stationed at the supply truck know how to distinguish different types of lumber and materials such as 2X4, 1X4, treated/untreated, pine 105 siding, caulk etc.

This does not mean I cannot give you a crash course beforehand if you do not know.
